Its biggest hits include So 
Into You, Champagne Jam, 
Imaginary Lover, and 
Spooky.  

Mark Farner is the 
former voice, guitarist, 
and songwriter of one of 
the 1970s biggest bands, 
Grand Funk Railroad, 
which earned 12 platinum 
and 15 gold albums.
